Matthew 24:24 - For false Christs and fal se prophets will appear and perform great
signs and miracles to deceive even the elect—if that were possible.

Jeremiah 14:13-15 - *But | said, “Ah, Sovereign LORD, the prophets keep telling
them, ‘Y ou will not see the sword or suffer famine. Indeed, | will give you lasting
peace in this place.” ”

“Then the LORD said to me, “The prophets are prophesying liesin my name. |
have not sent them or appointed them or spoken to them. They are prophesying to
you false visions, divinations, idolatries and the delusions of their own minds.
“Therefore, thisiswhat the LORD says about the prophets who are prophesying
in my name: | did not send them, yet they are saying, ‘No sword or famine will
touch thisland.” Those same prophets will perish by sword and famine.

Jeremiah 23:16 - Thisiswhat the LORD Almighty says: “Do not listen to what
the prophets are prophesying to you; they fill you with false hopes. They speak
visions from their own minds, not from the mouth of the LORD.

2 Peter 2:1-3 - *But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there
will be false teachers among you. They will secretly introduce destructive heresies,
even denying the sovereign Lord who bought them—abringing swift destruction on
themselves. >Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth
into disrepute. *In their greed these teachers will exploit you with stories they
have made up. Their condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their
destruction has not been sleeping.

Ephesians 6:11-12 - ** Put on the full armor of God so that you can take your stand
against the devil's schemes. *2 For our struggleis not against flesh and blood, but
against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and
against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.

Titus 2:11-14 - * For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all
men. *? It teaches us to say “No” to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live
self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age, ** while we wait for the
blessed hope—the glorious appearing of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ,
“who gave himself for us to redeem us from all wickedness and to purify for
himself a people that are hisvery own, eager to do what is good.
